XIV. RECREATION —Would the project:

a) Would the project increase the use of exiding neighborhood and regiona parks or other
recregtiona facilities such that substantia physica deterioration of the facility would occur or be
accelerated?

Finding: Less than sgnificant impact

The project Ste does not currently include any parkland or recreationa facilities. The project does not
indlude congtruction or remova of existing parklands or recregtiond fadilities. The project proposes the
replacement of exiging aviationfadilitiesand does not include the addition of resdentia unitsto the project
area. The project is anticipated to increase the number of employees at the project site by gpproximately
gx. A subgtantial employment base and residentia population currently exists in the northwestern San
Fernando Vdley and therefore, necessary employees for the proposed redevelopment can be found
nearby. The increase in employees will not result in a substantia increased use of park and recreationdl
fadlities in the project area. As a result, the project will not substantialy increase the use of existing
recregtiond facilities and will not encourage the physical deterioration of any such facility. Therefore, the
project will result in aless than sgnificant impact to surrounding parklands and recregtion facilities.

b) Does the project include recreationd facilities or require the congtruction or expansion of
recreationd facilities which might have an adverse physica effect on the environment?

Finding: Less than sgnificant impact
The project sitedoes not currently include any parkland or recreationa facilities. The project proposesthe
replacement of exigting aviation facilities and does not indlude the additionof resdentid unitsto the project

area. The project does not include congtruction or removal of existing parklands or recregtiond facilities
Therefore, the project will result in aless than Sgnificant impact to recreationd facilities.
